	 Support of cross-carrier scheduling with the carrier indicator field (CIF) is optional
 for the UE. If UE supports cross-carrier scheduling then the eNB may configure 
 this functionality by IE CrossCarrierSchedulingConfig-r10 for each configured 
 SCell with following options:
· If schedulingCellInfo-r10 is set to “own-r10” then PDCCH in that SCell is configured and cross-carrier scheduling does not apply to that SCell, i.e. it is always scheduled via its PDCCH;
· If schedulingCellInfo-r10 is set to “other-r10” then PDCCH of that SCell is not configured and cross-carrier scheduling applies to that SCell, i.e. it is always scheduled via the PDCCH of another serving cell.
 In addition, for PCell configuration the eNB may set the field cif-Presence-r10 in 
 IE PhysicalConfigDedicated to use PDCCH of PCell for cross-carrier scheduling
 for an SCell.
 There is an ambiguity in the current specification wrt the support and 
 configuration of CIF and cross-carrier scheduling for a UE not supporting cross-
 carrier scheduling, i.e. whether such UE is required to receive CIF in PDCCH DCI
 formats transmitted in the concerned serving cell(s) or not.

 Impact Analysis

 Impacted functionality:

 The change impacts the cross-carrier scheduling functionality.
 Inter-operability:

1. If the network is implemented according to the CR and the UE is not then there are no inter-operability issues.

2. If the UE is implemented according to the CR and the network is not then the UE may be required to receive CIF in PDCCH DCI formats transmitted in the concerned serving cell(s).

This field defines whether the UE supports cross carrier scheduling operation for carrier aggregation, including (if the UE supports carrier aggregation in UL) the use of PCell as the pathloss reference for a SCell when pathlossReference-r10 within UplinkPowerControlDedicatedSCell-r10 is configured as “pCell”. The UE supports PDCCH DCI formats with CIF if the UE indicates support for cross carrier scheduling.
NOTE:
Regardless of whether the UE supports cross carrier scheduling operation or not, it is mandatory for a UE supporting carrier aggregation in UL to support the configuration where pathlossReference-r10 within UplinkPowerControlDedicatedSCell-r10 is set to “sCell”.
