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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 started new study item: WLAN/3GPP Radio Interworking from January 2013, to provide RAN level enhancements for WLAN interworking. So far, RAN2 identified three candidate solutions for the WLAN/3GPP interworking. Here is the summary of the candidate RAN2 solutions (copied from 'Status Report RAN WG2 to TSG-RAN #61' by RAN2 chairman; the latest details can be found in RP-131214 [TR 37.834 V1.0.0]).
· Solution 1: ANDSF defines traffic steering rules which may refer to RAN and WLAN measurements as well as to thresholds values and assistance information provided by the RAN. Traffic steering rules or commands would not be specified by RAN2.
· Solution 2: RAN2 defines traffic steering rules in 25.304/36.304 and 25.331/36.331 that are applicable to IDLE and CONNECTED. The RAN provides thresholds in system information and/or dedicated signalling. (behaviour similar to IDLE mode reselection)
· Solution 3: Similar to Solution 1 or 2 for IDLE mode. For CONNECTED mode, the RAN may configure the UE to perform and report WLAN measurements. The RAN requests UEs via dedicated signalling to steer traffic to or from WLAN.
Although RAN2 identified above 3 candidate solutions quite early (in April), we are still in the same page: each solution has almost equal support from different companies, and failed to narrow down the solution for entering the WI phase.
In order to move the discussion forward, RAN2 would like to take advice from relevant WGs on the CN impacts of each RAN2 solution. Here are the CN impacts of each RAN2 solution identified by RAN2 so far.

· Possible CN impacts of Solution 1
· requires ANDSF MO updates to include 3GPP RAN parameters (e.g. RSRP, RSRQ) in the RoutingCriteria
· Possible CN impacts of Solutions 2 and 3
· requires to decide order of priority between RAN rules/command and ANDSF rules if ANDSF is available
· requires UE to map a bearer to IP flows (for NSWO/IFOM) or APN (for MAPCON) if bearer-level offload is considered (RAN only knows a bearer, not an APN/IP flows)
Question: Can SA2/CT1 provide possible CN impacts of each RAN2 solution, and possibly indicate their preferences among RAN2 solutions based on the identified CN impacts?
It would be appreciated if SA2/CT1 can provide answer before RAN2 meeting in November. If it is not possible, it would be also good to have a joint session in November mega meeting to identify possible CN impacts, and assess the feasibility of each RAN solution.
