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1. Overall Description:

3GPP Release 11 introduced Downlink Multiflow and Uplink CLTD features, and the specification already supports operating the two simultaneously. Further, the Uplink CLTD allows the network to freely choose which of the cells in the UE’s active set provides the CLTD F-TPICH feedback in the downlink only when UE is configured with DCH. Otherwise, as per Release 11 specifications, when HSDPA (with Multiflow or not) is configured together with Uplink CLTD, the CLTD F-TPICH feedback is always locked to the serving HS-DSCH cell.

RAN1 has arrived at the conclusion that in scenarios where the UE is configured with Multiflow and Uplink CLTD and there is a large imbalance between the serving and assisting cells in inter-Node B Multiflow, the ability to send the CLTD F-TPICH feedback from the assisting cell leads to the improved performance of the DPCCH and HS-DPCCH channels as observed at the assisting Node B. This may allow for the network to configure a lower HS-DPCCH gain factor in those scenarios thus leaving more power for the E-DPDCH channel. 

RAN1 would like also to inform that the provision of the F-TPICH feedback from the assisting Node B does not impact RAN1 specifications.
