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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 discussed some general frameworks of Dual Connectivity and reached the following agreements:

· The maximum total number of serving cells per UE is 5 as for carrier aggregation.
· FFS:
The maximum number of TAGs per UE is 4 as for carrier aggregation.
· Carrier aggregation is supported in the MeNB and in the SeNB, i.e., the MeNB and the SeNB may have multiple service cells for a UE.
· In Dual Connectivity a UE is connected to one MeNB and one SeNB.
· A TAG may only comprise cells of one eNB.
· At least one cell in SeNB has configured UL and one of them is configured with PUCCH resources
· MCG and SCG may operate either in the same or in different duplex schemes
In addition, RAN2 agreed to assume that frame timing and SFN are not always aligned among the serving cells in MCG and SCG, because the MeNB and SeNB may not be synchronized. However, RAN2 is not sure whether there will exist issues from RAN4 perspective under such assumption.
Terminology mentioned above: 
· Master eNB: in dual connectivity, it is the eNB which terminates at least S1-MME and therefore act as mobility anchor towards the CN
· Secondary eNB: in dual connectivity, it is an eNB providing additional radio resources for the UE, which is not the Master eNB
· MCG (Master Cell Group): the group of serving cells associated with the MeNB.
· SCG (Secondary Cell Group): the group of serving cells associated with the SeNB. 

2. Actions:

RAN2 respectively asks RAN4 to study whether there will be the potential issues if frame timing and SFN are not always aligned across MeNB and SeNB.
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
