X.1  Functions and Procedures

The Mobility History Report for UTRAN supports the following functions:

X.1.1
Mobility History Information Collection

Upon a change of UTRA serving cell in all UE states, the UE stores the cell information (i.e. Cell Identity or PSC) and the duration of stay in the particular cell. When a UE is either out of service or using another RAT, only the time of stay is stored.

A maximum of 16 entries are stored in a UE, whereby an entry denotes either a UTRA cell or out of service or UE was using another RAT. If necessary the UE removes the oldest entry in order to store the latest entry.

Mobility History Information Reporting

A UE indicates the availability of Mobility History Information, by means of a one bit indicator in the RRC CONNECTION SETUP COMPLETE message.

The network may decide to retrieve the Mobility History Information based on this indicator in Cell_DCH state. The UE information request/response procedure is used for Mobility History Information request/reporting, the detail for retrieval is defined in TS 25.331.
