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1. Overall Description:

During the course of developing RAN rules for WLAN/3GPP radio interworking there has been fundamental agreement that user preferences take precedence over RAN rules. However, capturing such statement in RAN specifications is not appropriate as user preferences are typically handled by higher layers.

Since RAN2 has agreed that final access network selection and traffic steering decision is done at higher layers based on access stratum indication of that specific conditions of RAN rules are fulfilled, TSG-RAN considered that it would be preferable to capture that user preferences take precedence over RAN rules in high layer specifications.

Additionally, TSG-RAN believes that this would be consistent with existing definitions done for ANDSF functionality. 
2. Actions:

To SA2/CT1
ACTION:
TSG-RAN respectively asks SA2 and CT1 to note above considerations and capture the decision that user preferences take precedence over RAN rules, with appropriate details in SA2 and CT1 specifications.
To RAN2

ACTION:
TSG-RAN respectively asks RAN2 to note that there is no need capture user preference in RAN2 specifications as that will captured in higher layer specifications.
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
