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	Reason for change:
	Currently the value of statusReportRequired can be changed only during handover. However, in case UE misses the RRCConnectionReconfiguration with mobilityControlInfo but starts RRC reestablishment in the prepared cell, the new serving cell should be able to change the value. As using “fullConfig” is a lossy procedure, it is not desirable to use “fullConfig” just to change the PDCP status report. Therefore the condition should be extended so that the value of statusReportRequired can be changed during the first reconfiguration after re-establishment. This also aligns the handover with the re-establishment.

	
	

	Summary of change:
	1. Condition for the statusReportRequired is changed so that the value of statusReportRequired can be changed durting the first reconfiguration after reestablishment in addition to handover.

2.  A new UE capabiltiy bit is added.

	
	

	Consequences if not approved:
	If the CR is not approved, the value of statusReportRequired cannot be changed during re-establishment and the system is restricted unnecessarily.
