Introduction
Due to the remaining open item in NAICS WID, RAN1 has been discussing how to handle the resAllocationGranularity. This has been the topic of e-mail discussion in the RAN1 reflector, and the initial message indicated the scope as follows:

I would like to initiate the email discussion on draft reply LS to RAN3 in R1-144498 and draft CR in R1-144490 as attached.

I also attach RAN3 LS in R1-144443 in this email for information.

For efficient email discussion, I would like to ask companies to provide views or proposals for the following three issues simultaneously.

1. Revert the agreement on network assisted signaling of resource allocation and precoding granularity in RAN1#78 and remove it from higher-layer signaling

2. Draft reply LS to RAN3 in R1-144498

3. Draft CR for resource allocation and precoding granularity in R1-144490

· TM10 clarification

· Duplicate parameter name of physCellId-r12 in both NAICS higher-layer signaling and “VisitedCellInfoList” in 36.331

In this contribution, we present the options to RAN2 way forward on the signalling of the contested parameter resAllocationGranularity.

Need for signalling of resAllocationGranularity
The controversy in RAN1 e-mail discussion is about the need to signal the parameter resAllocationGranularity. This is clearly not RAN2 decision, so the only course of action is to wait for the RAN1 LS. 

There are obviously two way forwards with the signalling:

1) Retain the current CR with the signalling of the parameter resAllocationGranularity
2) Remove the signalling of resAllocationGranularity from the NAICS RRC parameters

From RAN2 viewpoint, either alternative is simple to accomplish: either the current RRC CR [1] can stay as it is, or the parameter resAllocationGranularity is simply removed from the CR. However, given that this is the major open issue in the NAICS WID, and with the controversial discussion on the matter, we think it would be reasonable if RAN2 endorses a second CR where the signalling is not done. This would help in closing the WID in a timely manner no matter what the outcome is.
Proposal 1: RAN2 should technically endorse a NAICS RRC CR where the parameter resAllocationGranularity is not signalled to the UE.

Conclusion
We have discussed RAN2 way forward of the signalling of resAllocationGranularity and proposed the following:

Proposal 1: RAN2 should technically endorse a NAICS RRC CR where the parameter resAllocationGranularity is not signalled to the UE.
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
