Introduction
One of the conditions for Uu BSR cancellation is when the UL grant(s) in this subframe can accommodate all pending data available for transmission but is not sufficient to additionally accommodate the BSR MAC control element plus its subheader.
For the ProSe BSR cancellation, the MAC running CR adopts the Uu BSR cancellation with removal of BSR MAC CE part (because there is no BSR MAC CE transmission in PC5 interface) as:

· All triggered ProSe BSRs shall be cancelled in case the SL grant(s) in this subframe can accommodate all pending data available for transmission
In this document, we discuss whether only the SL grant in a single subframe should be considered in ProSe BSR cancellation.
2.
Discussion
For ProSe communication in PC5 interface, the UE must have SL grant. To get the SL grant, the UE sends ProSe BSR to the eNB, and the eNB allocates SL grant that will be used for SA period.

The difference between the Uu BSR / UL grant and the ProSe BSR / SL grant is that the SL grant is not only valid for a single subframe but valid for multiple subframes within a certain period, called SA period, as shown in Figure 1.
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Figure 1: ProSe data transmission on SL grant

According to the running CR, if the amount of data available for transmission is larger than SL grant of one subframe, the UE will not cancel the trigger ProSe BSR, and transmit the ProSe BSR to request SL grant. However, if the amount of data is smaller than total remaining SL grant of the SA period, additional SL grant is not needed. All the data available for transmission can be transmitted within the SA period with already allocated SL grant.
Therefore, to decide whether to cancel the triggered ProSe BSRs, we think the amount of available data shall be compared with the total SL grant remained in the SA period not with the SL grant in a subframe.

Proposal: All triggered ProSe BSRs shall be cancelled in case the total SL grant(s) remained in the SA period can accommodate all pending data available for transmission
