Access network selection and traffic steering rules

The UE indicates to upper layers when (and for which WLAN identifiers) access network selection and traffic steering rules defined in TS 36.304 [11] are fulfilled. The selection among WLANs that fulfil the access network selection and traffic steering rules is then performed by the UE. 
The UE shall sequentially perform association for each WLAN ID that fulfils the rules with WSID found in the list of available WSIDs in the USIM in the following order:
a)
If the "User Controlled WLAN Specific Identifier list" data file is available in the USIM, each WSID in the "User Controlled WLAN Specific Identifier list" data file in the USIM (in priority order).

b)
If the "Operator Controlled WLAN Specific Identifier list" data file is available in the USIM, each WSID in the "Operator Controlled WLAN Specific Identifier list" data file in the USIM (in priority order).
c) Otherwise if no list of available WSIDs is found in the USIM, the selection among WLANs that fulfil the access network selection and traffic steering rules is up to UE implementation. 
NOTE:
Requirements for the presence of the "User Controlled WLAN Specific Identifier list" data file and the "Operator Controlled WLAN Specific Identifier list" data file are defined in 3GPP TS 31.102 [13].

When the UE applies the access network selection and traffic steering rules defined in TS 36.304 [11], it performs traffic steering between E-UTRAN and WLAN with APN granularity.
