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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 would like to thank RAN4 for the LS R4-146698. RAN2 has discussed the case that UE may stop uplink transmission without indicating the network in case that the uplink transmission timing difference between PCell and SCell exceeds the maximum value the UE can handle, i.e. 32.47us.the following agreements were reached.
1.  The UE shall inform the network when UL transmission is stopped on a Scell because the UL timing difference between pTAG and sTAG of this SCell exceeds the maximum value which the UE can handle.

2. The UE shall not process any UL grant on a Scell when the UL timing difference between pTAG and sTAG of this SCell exceeds the maximum value which the UE can handle.

3. It is up to UE implementation on which SCell the UE stops the UL transmission if the uplink transmission difference between sTAGs exceeds 32.47us.
