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1 Introduction
At the last RAN2 meeting, there were the following agreements on simultaneous RAB setup and release [1]:
· Agreements:

1. We agree simultaneous RAB setup/release and simultaneous RB setup/release to be combined in one RRC message, which is Radio Bearer Reconfiguration message (RBR). FFS for simultaneous SRB setup/release.

2. The following IEs will be included in RBR message: RAB information to setup list, Signalling Connection release indication, RB information to release list
In this contribution, we provide further consideration on FFS of the agreements.
2 Discussion

According to the current TS25.331 specification, a message containing the IE “Signalling RB information to setup List” can achieve the SRB setup, while a message containing the IE “RB information to release list” can accomplish the SRB release functionality. In section 5 Annex, we list some messages that contain the IE “Signalling RB information to setup List” or the IE “RB information to release list”.

A message with the possibility to both setup and release SRBs would need to contain both “Signalling RB information to setup List” and “RB information to release list”, by looking at the above messages, it is observed that none of messages contain both, so currently signalling the SRB setup and release at the same time in the same RRC message is not supported.
Observation: Signalling the SRB setup and release at the same time in the same RRC message is not supported in current specification.

Normally, when the UE enters connected mode from idle mode due to data activity, the network configures SRB 1, 2, 3 and 4 for the UE. We think these four SRBs are required when the UE staying in connected mode, and the network could reconfigure one or more SRBs if some parameters need to be changed, e.g. RLC info.

When the UE enters idle mode from connected mode, based on current specifications, the UE shall release all its radio resources and all established signalling connections. In this case, all SRBs will be released accordingly in an implicit way when the UE enters idle mode.

Unlike TRB addition and deletion, SRBs are not dynamic so that we do not see a real use case for the network to remove a SRB for a connected mode UE.

In general, we cannot figure out any use case that proves gain for signalling a SRB setup and release a SRB in one RRC message.
Proposal 1: It is proposed RAN2 to discuss the use case for signaling the SRB setup and release in the same RRC procedure.
3 Conclusion
Based on the discussion in section 2, it is proposed:
