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1. Overall Description
RAN2 discussed code adaptation solutions and agreed to introduce RAN based codec adaptation solution, i.e.

In case the eNB determines to recommend a connected-mode UE to modify the bit rate due to e.g. poor radio condition or network congestion detected in uplink or downlink transmission direction, it sends a message with the recommended codec bit rate to that UE for usage. Then the UE may use this recommended bit rate as an input to initiate an end-to-end negotiation on the codec rate adaptation by sending an application layer message (e.g. RTCP or RTP CMR) to the peer UE. Accordingly, the peer UE may further retrieve a recommended codec bit rate from its serving eNB to ensure an end-to-end codec adaptation.  
Currently, as defined in TS26.114, measured or signalled changes in the transport channel characteristics will trigger UE to perform the codec adaptation. The ECN Congestion Experienced (ECN-CE) marking in IP packet headers is considered as signalled changes in the transport channel.
In order to co-exist with the rate-adaptation mechanisms specified in TS26.114, RAN2 is considering to use the recommended codec bit rate carried in a message from eNB as one case of signalled changes. Therefore, UE can use the recommended bit rate as one input to initiate the codec adaptation. 

Since TS26.114 is under SA4 responsibility, RAN2 respectfully asks SA4 to consider how UE uses RAN based codec adaptation solution as one input on codec adaptation, and take it into account in their further work.
