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1 Introduction
In last RAN2 meeting, some agreements were made for the work item Multi-Carrier Enhancements for UMTS [1]:
Agreements

1.
The MCI for TTI switching can be sent on any of the carriers. The scope of the MCI is primary carrier or secondary carrier or both.

2.
The pre-configured TTI configuration can be stored separately.

3.
Introduce a new IE for pre-configured TTI information on secondary uplink frequency.
In this paper, we will discuss the design of MCI report.
2 Discussion
In Rel-12 enhanced TTI switching, the MCI is only sent on the primary UL frequency and the criteria for filtered UPH report has been defined. If the MCI for TTI switching can be sent on any of the carriers, the same criteria and threshold can be re-used on both primary and secondary frequencies.

Proposal 1: If the network configures Dual Cell E-DCH operation enhancements and the IE "Filtered UE power headroom reporting information", the UE will apply this configuration to both primary and secondary uplink frequencies.
RAN2 already agreed that the scope of the MCI is primary carrier or secondary carrier or both. One simple way is that:
· No change to current MCI format and only specified that the MCI can be only sent on the carrier which triggers the report. When UPH reports are triggered on both carriers at the same time, two MCIs will be reported.
Proposal 2: It is proposed RAN2 to agree that the MCI can be only sent on the carrier which triggers the report.
3 Conclusion

In this document, the design and specification modification for MCI report are analyzed and it is proposed:
Proposal 1: If the network configures Dual Cell E-DCH operation enhancements and the IE "Filtered UE power headroom reporting information", the UE will apply this configuration to both primary and secondary uplink frequencies.

Proposal 2: It is proposed RAN2 to agree that the MCI can be only sent on the carrier which triggers the report.
