1 Introduction
At RAN2#96 meeting, RAN2 discussed the solutions for the QoE Measurement Collection and an email discussion was initiated after the meeting [1].

This contribution is to provide a summary of this email discussion.
2 Summary of the email discussion [96#67][UMTS/ QoE]
One company raised some questions and comments in this email discussion and the email discussion rapporteur provided responses correspondingly.
Topic 1. Some editorial comments to the feature CRs
Most of comments have been incorporated into the updated CRs.

Topic 2. Should the NW be able to ‘modify’ an ongoing QoE measurements?
In the Measurement Control message, there is a mandatory IE “Measurement Command” which is used to setup/modify/release at least one measurement. Since RAN2 agreed to use Measurement Control message to carry the QoE configuration container at RAN2#96, the existing functionality “Measurement Command” could be applied to QoE configuration.
The CRs are also updated correspondingly.

Topic 3. Maybe it would be good to have some more spare values than three for “Non-Access Stratum container type”. Compared to the size of the report container an extra bit for that doesn’t seem to be unreasonable. E.g. maybe a zipped version of the file is wanted, which will consume one bit.
From the email discussion rapporteur’s point of view, this comment includes two issues:
(1) whether the “Non-Access Stratum container type” should have more than three spare values?

In the running CRs, regarding “Non-Access Stratum container type”, one position is used for the feature QoE Measurement Collection for streaming services, and three spare values are suggested. The intention of three spare values is for future use, e.g. for other services like game, web browsing and so on.
(2) compression of the QoE report
As discussed and decided at RAN2#96, there is at most 60, 000 bytes for the QoE report container. If the QoE report can be compressed, the uplink signaling overhead can be optimized. Details may be further discussed.
During this email discussion, there were not much discussions on how to solve both issues. This discussion can be continued at RAN2#97 and the email rapporteur will provide a separate discussion paper in [2].
Topic 4. Is the “Non-Access Stratum container type” needed in the report or is the Measurement Identity enough to identify the measurement?

During this email discussion, there were not much discussions on how to solve both issues. This discussion can be continued at RAN2#97 and the email rapporteur will provide a separate discussion paper in [2].
3 Conclusion

For topic 1 and 2, the CRs are updated and they will be submitted at RAN2#97 in [3], [4] and [5].
For topic 3 and 4, a separate discussion paper [2] will continue discussing the issues as well as solutions. If more agreements are to be made, the CRs may be further updated.
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
