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1. Overall Description:
RAN2 would like to thank RAN1 for the LS on paging requirements. RAN2 has discussed the questions asked by RAN1 and made the following RAN2 inputs: 

Q1: The minimum content size for a single paging message? 

A1: Based on LTE the minimum content size for a single paging message is around 44bits in typical case. 
Q2: The requirement on the number of UEs that need to be able to be paged within a certain time period and the scenario?

A2: There is no specified such a requirement. However based on LTE depending on network configurations for paging reception, the number of UEs to be able to be paged within the paging DRX cycle (e.g. 1.28s) is ranged from 32 up to 8192.
