Up to the last RAN2 meeting, RAN2 made some agreements and working assumption on U-plane aspect. 
	- MAC sub-headers are interleaved with MAC SDUs.
- MAC CEs are not placed in the middle of the MAC PDU but at the beginning or at the end (placement can be decided later)
- Working assumption on no RLC concatenation taken at RAN2#96 is confirmed


From SI output perspective, it will be beneficial to capture the U-plane L2 data flow for the overall picture in the TR. In this paper, we provide the draft TP on U-plane data flow for TR 36.804.
