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1. Overall Description:

V2X services can be divided into safety-related V2X service and non-safety related V2X service. According to some regional frequency allocation and related regulatory requirements (e.g. No. 2008/671/EC in Europe), it is possible that the safety and non-safety V2X services may be required to be performed on different carrier frequencies. This means that a V2X message may be only allowed to be transmitted on a proper carrier frequency (ies) depending on its specific service type (i.e. safety or non-safety), instead of being transmitted on arbitrary carrier frequencies. 
To address this issue, RAN2 made the following agreement concerning how to select carrier frequency as per V2X service type. 
	 Agreements:
RAN2 will not optimize procedures for non-safety in Rel-14.  To be forward compatible, we will only have a stage-2 description:  a mapping between service types and V2X frequencies is configured by upper layers. The UE should ensure a service to be transmitted on the corresponding frequency.


As for the above agreement, RAN2 would like to ask SA2 the following question:
