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1	Introduction
The NR WID states that the following specifications are to be created for Stage-2:
· TS 38.300: Overall description; Stage-2
· TS 37.3XX: Multi-Connectivity; Overall description; Stage-2
In addition to these, the existing LTE Stage-2 (TS36.300) is naturally still maintained. In this contribution, we discuss what the role of the LTE Stage-2 specification should be for capturing procedures of LTE-NR tight interworking.
2	Role of LTE Stage-2 specification for LTE-NR procedures
Currently in LTE, the Stage-2 specification TS36.300 includes both RAN2 and RAN3 aspects. When NR WID RP-170847 was approved, RAN (based on discussion in RAN2 group) decided that the 37.3xx specification would be created for LTE multi-connectivity, and could potentially also cover the NSA NR dual connectivity aspects. However, this has not been clarified fully, and with the RAN3 decision to reuse X2 for NSA NR operation based on R3-170330, a decision should be made on what to capture in 36.300 and what in 37.3xx.
Since the LTE Stage-2 specification already exists, it is easier to first consider that alone. Considering that the X2 procedures are already part of LTE Stage-2, any new X2 procedures could also be captured there to be consistent with the existing procedures. Also, any procedures related to NR-LTE operation (i.e. Scenario 4 where NR is acting as master for LTE-NR tight interworking) seem more suited to the NR specifications and should be captured there and not in LTE Stage-2. Hence, we think the following principles show what could be captured in 36.300:
-	Procedures related to NR scenario 3 and 7 (i.e. LTE as master for LTE-NR) are captured in 36.300
-	36.300 contains the relevant X2 procedures for LTE-NR operation (similarly as with LTE DC)
-	Procedures related to NR Scenario 4 (i.e. NR as master for LTE-NR) are not captured in 36.300

Proposal 1: The procedures related to NR scenario 3 and 7 (i.e. LTE as master for LTE-NR), including the relevant X2 procedures for LTE-NR operation (similarly as with LTE DC) shall be captured in TS36.300.
Proposal 2: The procedures related to NR Scenario 4 (i.e. NR as master for LTE-NR) shall not be captured in TS36.300
