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1. Introduction
In RAN2#97 multi-carrier issues were discussed based on the summary of email discussion [1]. The following issues are still FFS:
· RAN2 to further discuss on the enhancement of prioritizing the Uu carrier carrying the inter-carrier configuration.
· RAN2 to further discuss on the enhancement of prioritizing the cell carrying the inter-carrier configuration.
In addition, due to lack of time for the email discussion, some modification to the 36.304 CR is still debated among the companies. Therefore, it is necessary to review the approved CR of RAN#75 meeting [2]. 
In this contribution, we will further discuss the open issue relate to the inter-carrier configuration.
2. Discussion
In RAN2#97, it has been agreed that carriers which may provide inter-carrier V2X sidelink resource configuration can be pre-configured. Hence the question remains is how to perform cell selection/reselection base on this knowledge. Since the usage of pre-configuration should be minimized, it is agreed that the carrier provide V2X sidelink resource configuration or inter-carrier configuration should be given higher cell reselection priority during the email discussion, the following sentence highlighted in green was added in TS36.304: 
	In section 5.2.4.1 of 36.304

… …

If the UE capable of V2X sidelink communication is configured to perform V2X sidelink communication and can only perform the V2X sidelink communication while camping on a frequency, the UE may consider that frequency to be the highest priority. If the UE capable of V2X sidelink communication is configured to perform V2X sidelink communication and can only use pre-configuration while not camping on a frequency, the UE may consider the frequency providing inter-carrier V2X sidelink configuration to be the highest priority.
… …


Companies want to use the two sentences above to correspond to the following two cases respectively:

· case 1: For in-coverage case, UE may consider the V2X carrier to have the highest priority

· case 2: For out of coverage case, UE may consider the carrier carrying inter-carrier configuration to have the highest priority. 
However, the new added sentence restrict that the pre-configuration is only used if UE does not camp on any cell. This seems not exact, since we cannot exclude that a V2X UE supports Uu-based V2X or non-V2X Uu service and it will camp on a cell even if the pre-configured V2X sidelink resource is used (some UE may have separate TX chains for Uu and PC5 transmission). Moreover, it is not necessary to specify when to prioritize the V2X carrier or the carrier providing inter-carrier configuration in section 5.2.4.1, because this is specified in section 11.4 as:
	In section 11.4 of 36.304

NOTE1:
The UE may consider the carrier pre-configured for sidelink communication or V2X sidelink communication, or the frequencies pre-configured for providing inter-carrier V2X sidelink configuration to have the highest cell reselection priority in accordance with section 5.2.4.1.
… …


However, UE’s behavior would be confusing if these two categories of carriers are set to be the highest priority at the same time. To avoid this kind of  ambiguity, in our opinion, it is not essential to acquire inter-carrier configuration, if the UE can detect a suitable cell on the carrier used for sidelink communication. In other words, the priority of V2X carriers should be higher than that of carriers providing inter-carrier configuration. Hence, it is better to specify that the UE may consider the carrier carrying inter-carrier configuration if it cannot detect any suitable cell on the frequency pre-configured for sidelink communication (An example is shown in the TP in appendix A).
Proposal 1: RAN2 to discuss whether the sentence highlighted in green is satisfying. It is suggested deleting it if it is redundant.
Proposal 2: Only if UE cannot detect any suitable cell on V2X carriers, it may consider the carriers carrying inter-carrier configuration to be the highest priority. 
Propose 3: RAN2 to accept the TP in appendix A. 
3.  Proposal
In this contribution, we proposed:
Proposal 1: RAN2 to discuss whether the sentence highlighted in green is satisfying. It is suggested deleting it if it is redundant.
Proposal 2: Only if UE cannot detect any suitable cell on V2X carriers, it may consider the carriers carrying inter-carrier configuration to be the highest priority.
Propose 3: RAN2 to accept the TP in appendix A.
