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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 thanks SA2 for their LS. RAN2 discussed the question on the parameters that can assist RAN to make optimized handover decision for VoLTE and would like to provide following feedback:

In general, the trigger for handover from a source LTE cell to a target cell (intra-LTE, inter-RAT) depends on different factors such as mobility, congestion, load balancing etc. and relies on information available in RAN including:
· Measurements performed by UE and reported to RAN in accordance with the measurement configuration by RAN.
· Measured results include radio link indicators specific to each RAT, e.g. RSRP/RSRQ/RS-SINR of measured serving cell and neighbour cells in LTE, RSCP/EcN0 in UMTS, RSSI in GERAN.
· Measurements performed by RAN itself, so that a "blind handover" can be performed even if no prior UE measurements from the target cell and/or frequency are available.
VoLTE specific parameters to assist RAN to make optimized handover decision for VoLTE are not determined yet in RAN2.
