	The UE may not release the preallocated uplink grant in case of handover failure (T304 expiry) and SCG change failure (T307 expiry).

If T304 expires, the UE reverts back to the configuration that is used in source PCell. However, it is unclear whether the preallocated uplink grant is not the configuration used IN the source PCell. Moreover, RRC connection re-establishment procedure doesn’t release the preallocated uplink grant. 

If T307 expires, the UE only performs RRC connection re-establishment procedure, which doesn’t release the preallocated uplink grant.

	It is specified that the UE release the preallocated uplink grant upon T304/T307 expiry.
