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1. Overall Description
RAN5 recently had some discussions on the Release 11 power preference indication test cases. RAN2 would like to clarify RAN2’s specification as following. RAN2 will not change its specifications related to this topic.
The 36.331 Release 11 specification specifies the conditions that allow the UE to trigger power preference indication (PPI). If the conditions specified in 36.331 allow the UE to trigger PPI, it is up to the UE implementation to autonomously trigger the PPI because the UE decides its power preference autonomously. For example, if T340 has expired, the UE may determine that its power preference is the same as the one sent previously, in this case, the UE shall not trigger PPI.  
RAN2 would like to leave it up to RAN5 to decide how to set and change UE’s power preference over time, in order to trigger PPI, in their test case design.
