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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 would like to thank Ct1 for the LS on unified Access Control for 5G NR wherein CT1 had made some initial assessment of the unified access barring check mechanism and provided some feedback on the questions raised by RAN2. CT1 request RAN2 to provide answers about the necessity of RRC establishment cause and the Call Type provided by NAS. RAN2 has analysed the RRC connection establishment causes and call type used in NR and provides the answers to CT1.
To the question from CT1
Question 3: Will RAN2 still require NAS to provide RRC establishment cause or the Call Type or both. 

RAN2’s view is that the establishment causes are mainly used for the network to perform admission control. So the answer is Yes. RAN2 still require NAS to provide RRC establishment cause and Call Type.
Question 4: If the answer to Question 3 is Yes, does RAN2 expect that there will be changes to the existing RRC establishment cause and call types defined for E-UTRA?

In order to adapt various service requirements and use cases raised by SA1 in NR, more establishment causes needs to be introduced to the existing RRC establishment cause and call types. For example, higher reliability, very low latency, higher accuracy positioning, etc. for critical communication.
