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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 would like to thank SA2 for the reply LS (S2-173877) on “QoS support over PC5”. 

RAN2 has further considered QoS aspects for UE-to-Network Relay over sidelink, and came to the following considerations:
Considering the QoS requirements for indirect 3GPP communication via LTE sidelink and the insufficiency of current PC5 QoS framework based on PPPP, and the SA2 assumption that existing EPS QoS framework for the Uu can be applied for the eRemote UE connected via eRelay UE LTE sidelink, RAN2 is agreed to enhance the LTE sidelink to support the QoS requirement using LTE Uu QoS model.
In perspective of RAN2, eRemote UE uses one-to-one mapping of its Uu DRB and PC5 bearer to map a data packet to a PC5 bearer, instead of PPPP. However, PPPP plays an important role in congestion control and is still necessary in feD2D. Therefore, RAN2 is agreed to keep PPPP in feD2D. In order to support the scenario that QCI-based QoS and legacy PPPP co-exist for sidelink communication, RAN2 suggests the mapping between QCI and PPPP is provisioned in eRemote UE.
