2 Discussion
We have identified the following open issues for the short TTI WI:

· Configurations for sPDCCH needs to be captured, potentially including the following sPDCCH parameters

· A set and number of RBs for sPDCCH

· Transmission scheme (e.g., CRS-based or DMRS-based)
· Localized or distributed sCCE to sREG mapping 
· Localized or distributed sPDCCH candidate to sCCE mapping
· Number of sPDCCH candidates/aggregation levels of the RB set
· Number of symbols for sPDCCH duration, at least in case of CRS-based transmission

· RS scrambling sequence (e.g. VCID) in case of DMRS-based transmission
· Other information pending RAN1 input

· Whether legacy TTI and sTTI can be configured with different transmission modes. New IE for sTTI transmission mode may need to be added similar to the existing IE transmissionMode in AntennaInfo and AntennaInfoUL.
· Whether sTTIs can be different across two PUCCH groups in UL
· For downlink they can be different
· UE capabilities

· DRX for sTTI

· The handling of SR and BSR together with short TTI

· HARQ process handling together with short TTI

· Possible DRX together with short TTI

· FFS on bucket calculation for Logical channel prioritization
· Timer handling in PDCP, RLC and MAC (including HARQ RTT timers)
