Radio Link Failure

In RRC_CONNECTED, the UE declares Radio Link Failure (RLF) when one of the following criteria are met:

-
Expiry of a timer started after indication of radio problems from the physical layer;

-
Random access procedure failure;

-
RLC failure.

Regarding RLF timer operation, NR RLF for Pcell consists of: 

· T310 timer is triggered after N310 consecutive DL out-of-sync indications. 

· T310 timer is stopped if there is N311 consecutive in-sync-indications, if already triggered.

· RLF is declared if T310 timer is expired. 

· T311 timer is triggered if RLF is declared, 

· UE goes back to IDLE if T311 timer is expired,

NR RLF for PScell consists of: 

· T313 timer is triggered after N313 consecutive DL out-of-sync indications. 

· T313 timer is stopped if there is N314 consecutive in-sync-indications, if already triggered.

· RLF is declared if T313 timer is expired.
