2. Discussion
P1 in R2-1710329 is related to the removal of: 

Editor's note: It is FFS whether the SgNB may initiate a SCG Change in step 2
in Section 37.340 section 10.3. - MN initiated SN Modification.

Proposal 1: During the MN initiated SN Modification procedure, SgNB shall not initiate a SCG change procedure in Step 2, at least in R15.
The agreement of this proposal was put on hold, as it was commented that that "nested procedures could be avoided if the SN was allowed to refresh security in its own".

However it was then decided that this is not the case, i.e. a SN is not allowed to refresh security on its own. Since the concern is removed, it is suggested to agree on:
New Proposal 1: During the MN initiated SN Modification procedure, SgNB shall not initiate a SCG change procedure in Step 2, at least in R15 and the corresponding FFS can be removed.
P2 in R2-1710329 is related to the removal of: 

Editor's note: It is FFS whether, when the SgNB Modification Required message contains SCG-Config in step 1, the following MeNB initiated SgNB Modification procedure triggered by the MeNB in step 2 can be used for anything that would require a new SCG configuration

in Section 37.340 section 10.3. - SN initiated SN Modification with MN involvement.

Proposal 2: For the case of a SN initiated SN Modification procedure colliding with a MN initiated SN Modification procedure, the solution in EN-DC could reuse the one in LTE DC, i.e. specifying in Stage 3 that the SN initiated SN Modification procedure is regarded as failed while the MN initiated SN Modification procedure continues .

After some discussion, the concern expressed on this proposal was also removed. It is then suggested to agree on:
New Proposal 2: For the case of a SN initiated SN Modification procedure colliding with a MN initiated SN Modification procedure, the solution in MR-DC could reuse the one in LTE DC, i.e. specifying in Stage 3 that the SN initiated SN Modification procedure is regarded as failed while the MN initiated SN Modification procedure continues . The corresponding FFS can be removed.
