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1. Overall Description

The TR 23.882, clause 7.12.5, states the current SA2 working assumption that “there is a one-to-one mapping between an SAE Radio Bearer and an SAE Access Bearer”.  From this working assumption, it is also implied that “an SAE Bearer is the level of granularity for QoS control”, i.e. “SDFs mapped to the same SAE Bearer receive the same treatment”.

At the current SA2 meeting, concerns were raised in the contribution S2-062233 (attached) with regards to potential implications on (1) QoS service differentiation and (2) radio efficiency with the above working assumptions.
Related to (1) there were views in the SA2 discussion that 
· it is possible to provide the proposed QoS service differentiation by establishing multiple SAE bearers when the terminal attach to the network (i.e. when the terminal is establishing default IP connectivity).
· establishing or maintaining multiple SAE bearers over the S1 interface upon startup or during handover of the UE needs to be further studied. 
Related to (2), it was stated that this should be dealt with in radio interface design, for example:

· linking multiple SAE bearers (e.g. shared MBR, parallel setup),
· minimising the overhead on the radio by multiplexing data from different SAE radio bearers into a single PDU transmitted on the radio.  
It was concluded that feedback from RAN2 on these issues would be appreciated. Based on the above and the points raised in the attached contribution, SA2 therefore ask RAN2’s view and specifically, if RAN2 see benefits in removing the working assumption of the one-to-one mapping between SAE Radio Bearer and SAE Access Bearer.

2. Actions:

ACTION:  SA2 kindly requests RAN2’s view on the above issues, and especially if there are benefits from a radio interface point of view in removing the working assumption on the one-to-one mapping between SAE Radio Bearer and SAE Access Bearer. 
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
