1 Discussion
In TS 36.331 an editor’s note indicates that it is FFS whether a definite reject (i.e. no AS- retries, UE immediately enters idle mode) is needed. At RAN2#62, the discussion on the topic seemed to suggest that the definite reject is not desirable because the NAS layer could request the AS layer generate a new RRC connection request right after the eNB just rejected the UE. The eNB reject an UE mainly due to network congestion and thus wish the UE to delay sending any RRC connection request again. So we propose to remove the editor’s note and the eNB always send the RRC connection reject with the wait time. 
Proposal 1: remove the editor’s note in TS 36.331 subclause 5.3.3.7.
The current specification says that if the wait time (T302) expires, the UE AS initiates a new RRC connection request and restarts T300. Depending on what values the eNB sets for the wait time, the NAS timers governing the NAS procedures could expire before the wait timer times out (e.g. NAS timer for Attach/TAU is 15 sec and NAS timer for service request is 5 sec). It is unclear in current specification what the UE behaviour is if the NAS timer expires before the wait time times out. When the NAS timer expires, upper layers will abort the NAS procedure. The ongoing RRC connection establishment procedure triggered by the NAS procedure should then be terminated and the UE goes to idle. 

Proposal 2: it is proposed that the UE should go to idle if upper layers release the NAS procedure that has triggered the ongoing RRC connection establishment.

If the UE has not yet entered RRC_CONNECTED and if upper layers release the procedure that has triggered the ongoing RRC connection establishment, the UE shall:

consider the procedure to be unsuccessful;

perform the actions upon moving from RRC_CONNECTED to RRC_IDLE as specified in 5.3.11.
