Overall description
RAN2 thanks CT1 for the LS requesting RAN2 not to remove the support of limited service state for an NB-IoT device.

As RAN2 has agreed that emergency call and Public warning functions (CMAS, ETWS, PWS) are not supported for NB-IoT device, RAN2 do not see a need to support “Camped on any cell state” as per 36.304 chapter 5.2.9 for NB-IoT in Rel 13. 
In case CT1 feels necessary, CT1 can keep to using “limited service state” in their specifications RAN2 assumes that if CT1 agrees to use “limited service state” for NB-IoT in some way, this state involves no AS functionality specific to this state, e.g. AS will not indicate to NAS when the UE camps on an acceptable cell.
RAN2 will update the current text for NB-IoT in 36.300 and 36.304 to indicate the non-support of Camped on any cell (i.e. UE will not camp on an acceptable cell) and to remove any text that could indicate the non-support of limited service state for NB-IoT.
