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1 Introduction
In the last RAN2 meeting, some agreements related to cell camping and minimum system information were made.
Agreements

1: 
For a cell/frequency that is considered for camping by UE, then UE should not be required to acquire minimum system information from other cell/frequency layer (this does not preclude reception via SFN that is under discussion in RAN1). This does not preclude the case that UE applies stored system information from previously visited cell(s).

2: 
There may be cells in the system on which the UE cannot camp and do not broadcast minimum system information 

3:
If UE cannot determine the full minimum SI of a cell (by receiving from that cell or from valid stored information from previous cells), UE shall consider that cell as barred. It is desirable for the UE to know very quickly that this cell is not campable.

4
Each cell on which UE is allowed to camp broadcasts at least some contents of the minimum system information.
In this contribution, we discuss which content of the minimum SI is mandatory and shall be broadcasted in a cell on which UE is allowed to camp.
2 Discussion
According to the agreements made in the last RAN2 meeting, if a cell does not broadcast minimum SI, it cannot be camped by UE. On the contrary, if a cell broadcasts at least some contents of the minimum SI, it can be camped by UEs that can determine the full minimum SI of the cell by receiving from that cell or from valid stored information from previous cell(s). The validity of stored information can be verified through value tag. So we think each cell on which UE is allowed to camp shall broadcast at least a value tag to indicate the current version of the minimum SI. Then UE can compare the value tag of stored information with the broadcasted value tag.
Proposal: Each cell on which UE is allowed to camp shall broadcast at least a value tag to indicate the current version of the minimum SI.
3 Conclusion
In this contribution, we discuss which content of the minimum SI is mandatory and shall be broadcasted in a cell on which UE is allowed to camp. Based on the discussion we have the following proposal: 
Proposal: Each cell on which UE is allowed to camp shall broadcast at least a value tag to indicate the current version of the minimum SI.[image: image1.png]
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
