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1. Introduction & Background
And RAN2#97-bis has discussed PDCP specification design principles and PDCP reordering.  There was agreement on which entity is control of the activation/deactivation PDCP duplication. And following agreements were reached:
Agreements

1
NR PDCP aims at defining a single procedure for reception for a AM and UM, as well as DRB and SRB (will be concluded in stage 3 discussions)

2
NR PDCP procedures are based on COUNT instead of SN, which is determined in the beginning of the procedure. All NR PDCP state variables are based on COUNT.

3
Adopt modulo operation for arithmetic operation.

Agreements on PDCP reordering

-
A unified re-ordering schemes is used for DRB(s)/SRB(s) and UM and AM, with LTE as baseline.  

-
It is desirable to disable PDCP reordering.  FFS how to signal it 

-
Use First Missing COUNT (FMC) instead of FMS in the PDCP Status Report.
This paper discuss the necessity of informing other WGs of the above agreements
2. Discussion
DPCP related procedure specification involves other RAN WG, such RAN3 which has already begun stage 3 specification of Xn [1] as described in 3GPP TS 38.423 V0.1.0 clause 9.1.1.4 “SN STATUS TRANSFER”, see ANNEX B. And in 3GPP TS 38.423 V0.1.0 clause 8.2.2.1 on the general description of “SN STATUS TRANSFER”, see ANNEX A, RAN3 is also waiting for confirmation from EAN2.

As RAN2 has already made some progress on “SN STATUS TRANSFER” related information such as window size, NR PDCP state variables and PDCP Status Report, it would necessary to inform RAN3.
Proposal:  RAN2 to send Ls to RAN3 about RAN2 progress on NR PDCP related procedure necessary for “SN STATUS TRANSFER” procedure.
3. Conclusion
This contribution discusses the necessity of informing RAN3 s about RAN2 progress on NR PDCP related procedure. The paper concludes with the following proposal:
Proposal:  RAN2 to send Ls to RAN3 about RAN2 progress on NR PDCP related procedure necessary for “SN STATUS TRANSFER” procedure.
The paper also proposes a draft Ls in [2].

SN Status Transfer

General

The purpose of the SN Status Transfer procedure is to transfer the uplink PDCP SN and HFN receiver status and the downlink PDCP SN and HFN transmitter status either, from the source to the target gNB during an Xn handover, for each respective DRB of the source DRB configuration for which PDCP SN and HFN status preservation applies.
