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1 Introduction
An LS on the support of supplementary uplink in NR has been sent to inform RAN2 the RAN1 agreement on supporting supplementary uplink (SUL) frequency in RAN1#89 meeting:
	Specify mechanisms for supporting supplementary uplink frequency 

· Note: SUL herein refers to the case when there is only UL resource for a carrier from NR perspective
· Use SUL as complimentary access link (including from random access point of view) to NR TDD and to NR FDD, where the UE may select PRACH resources either in the NR TDD/FDD uplink frequency or the SUL frequency. 


In this contribution we propose to discuss system information aspects considering the SUL.

2 Discussion
It is agreed in RAN1 that the UE may choose to select PRACH resources in the SUL frequency for UL only. To make the UE aware of the radio resource configuration in the SUL frequency, the corresponding information (e.g. SUL carrier frequency, SUL channel bandwidth (number of RBs), RACH configuration, etc.) should be included in the system information. Therefore it is proposed:
Proposal: Introduce necessary information in SI to indicate PRACH resource on SUL.
Details on the content and format of the system information for the SUL may be further discussed.
3 Conclusions
In this paper, we propose to discuss system information supporting the supplementary uplink frequency which is agreed in RAN1.
