	The current specification for PDCP data recovery does not distinguish between the uplink and downlink procedure for the UE.

	 
	

	Summary of change:
	For the PDCP data recovery, the following specification was made for the UE behavior:
-
if the radio bearer is configured by upper layers to send a PDCP status report in the uplink (statusReportRequired in TS 38.331 [3]), transmit a PDCP status report as described in subclause 5.4.1;
-
perform retransmission of all the PDCP Data PDUs previously submitted to re-established or released AM RLC entity in ascending order of the associated COUNT values from the first PDCP Data PDU for which the successful delivery has not been confirmed by lower layers.
The first paragraph is for the UE to transmit a PDCP status report and its related procedure for the downlink data transmission. 
The second one is for the selective retransmission of the PDCP data PDUs during the recovery procedure for the uplink data transmission. 
According to the specification, these two procedures are sequential: in the data recovery procedure, the UE should first send a PDCP status report; then, the UE selectivley retransmit the PDCP data PDUs. This is clearly unreasonable since one is the data recovery procedure for the DL data trasnmission, and another is for the UL.

	
	

	Consequences if not approved:
	Selective retransimssion for data recovery in the UL data transmission has to be done after compiling a PDCP status report for data recovery in the DL data transmission, which is unreasonable.

Data recovery

For AM DRBs, when upper layers request a PDCP data recovery for a radio bearer, the receiving PDCP entity shall:
-
if the radio bearer is configured by upper layers to send a PDCP status report in the uplink (statusReportRequired in TS 38.331 [3]), transmit a PDCP status report as described in subclause 5.4.1.

For AM DRBs, when upper layers request a PDCP data recovery for a radio bearer, the transmitting PDCP entity shall:
-
perform retransmission of all the PDCP Data PDUs previously submitted to re-established or released AM RLC entity in ascending order of the associated COUNT values from the first PDCP Data PDU for which the successful delivery has not been confirmed by lower layers.
After performing the above procedures, the transmitting PDCP entity shall follow the procedures in subclause 5.2.1.
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
