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	Reason for change:
	In NR, DRX timer has different configurations than that in LTE. As an example, for drx-InactivityTimer, in LTE the unit is psf which means the PDCCH subframe. However, in NR the unit is changed to ms and the minimum value can be less than 1 ms. Given this change, it could be possible that the drx-InactivityTimer ends in the middle of the PDCCH occasion.
In current TS 38.321, the definition for PDCCH occasion is:
PDCCH occasion: A time duration (i.e. one or a consecutive number of symbols) during which the MAC entity is configured to monitor the PDCCH
However, according to the analysis, the MAC entity shall not monitor the PDCCH even in the PDCCH occasion if the timer, e.g., drx-InactivityTimer, expires in the middle of PDCCH occasion which is against the definition of the PDCCH occasion definition. 

	
	

	Summary of change:
	Update the Active Time in DRX operation to include the entire PDCCH occasion even if the timer expires in the middle of PDCCH ocassion.

When a DRX cycle is configured, the Active Time includes the time while: 
-	drx-onDurationTimer or drx-InactivityTimer or drx-RetransmissionTimerDL or drx-RetransmissionTimerUL or ra-ContentionResolutionTimer (as described in subclause 5.1.5) is running; or
-	a PDCCH occasion if drx-onDurationTimer or drx-InactivityTimer or drx-RetransmissionTimerDL or drx-RetransmissionTimerUL or ra-ContentionResolutionTimer (as described in subclause 5.1.5) is expired within the PDCCH occasion; or
-	a Scheduling Request is sent on PUCCH and is pending (as described in subclause 5.4.4); or
-	a PDCCH indicating a new transmission addressed to the C-RNTI of the MAC entity has not been received after successful reception of a Random Access Response for the preamble not selected by the MAC entity (as described in subclause 5.1.4).
