	It was agreed that BFR on SCell is not supported in Rel-15. As a consequence, BFD is not supported either.

	
	

	Summary of change:
	Clarify in Section 5.17 that beam failure is only detected on a SpCell.
Impact analysis

Impacted functionality:
Beam Failure Detection and Recovery procedure.

Inter-operability:
1. If the network is implemented according to the CR and the UE is not, the UE may trigger a BFR on the SpCell based on a BFD detected on an SCell, thus  creating a mismatch between network and UE regarding the cell experiencing the beam failure.
2. If the UE is implemented according to the CR and the network is not, there is no problem since the UE will never run BFD on an SCell.

	
	

	Consequences if not approved:


	A BFR procedure can be triggered by a BFD detected on an SCell, resulting in undefined UE and network behaviors.

The MAC entity may be configured by RRC with a beam failure recovery procedure which is used for indicating to the serving gNB of a new SSB or CSI-RS when beam failure is detected on the serving SSB(s)/CSI-RS(s) of an SpCell. Beam failure is detected by counting beam failure instance indication from the lower layers to the MAC entity.
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
