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	Reason for change:
	Barring timers [T30x] are stopped at cell reselection. Stopping the timer at cell reselection is because that different cells may have different barring conditions. Unified access control should apply in all UE states and not only those states where cell reselection may be performed.  
The criteria to stop timer [T30x] should rather than "cell reselection" be "barring information change".


	
	

	Summary of change:
	Title of subclause 5.3.14.3 is changed to "Barring information change when T30x is running".
In this subclause, criteria for detecting change of barring information and the actions performed when barring information is changed (i.e. stop timer [T30x]) is specified.
Criteria for detecting change of barring information is defined as "when the UE is triggered to acquire SIB1 in a currently camped/serving cell".
