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1. Overall Description:
RAN2 has discussed the details of BWP to be used during initial access, i.e. when UE moves from IDLE or INACTIVE to CONNECTED state. 
RAN2 has decided that in case gNB indicates something else than the initial BWP as the first active BWP in Msg (i.e. RRCSetup, RRCResume or RRCReestablishment messaged), the UE shall start using the first active BWP before sending Msg5, i.e. the UE will send the Msg5 using the first active BWP.
It is RAN2 understanding that this may require some BWP switching delay, but it is also RAN2 understanding that this switching delay could be assumed to be contained with the RRC processing delay for the Msg4. That means that RAN2 assumes that if UE received the Msg4 at time n, UE would be ready to utilize the first active BWP immediately at n+X, where X is the appropriate RRC processing delay.

2. Actions:
To RAN4 group.
ACTION: 	RAN2 respectfully asks RAN4 to verify if the RAN2 assumption that the BWP switching delay is part of the RRC processing delay is correct, and provide feedback accordingly.
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
