	The current version of the specification does not support multiple measurement gaps and the operation with respect to multiple measurement gaps is unclear.

	
	

	Summary of change:
	The operation with respect to multiple measurement gaps is clarified such that if the UE is configured with a single measurement gap, it applies to all cells; and if the UE is configured with two measurement gaps, each gap only applies to the cells corresponding to the frequency range of the measurement gap.

5.14	Handling of measurement gaps
If the MAC entity is configured with a single measurement gap, then that measurement gap applies to all serving cells. If the MAC entity is configured with multiple measurement gaps, then each measurement gap applies to the serving cells in the corresponding frequency range of the measurement gap.
During a measurement gap, the MAC entity shall:
1>	not perform the transmission of HARQ feedback, SR, and CSI;
1>	not report SRS;
1>	not transmit on UL-SCH except for Msg3 as specified in subclause 5.4.2.2;
1>	if the ra-ResponseWindow or the ra-ContentionResolutionTimer is running:
2>	monitor the PDCCH as specified in subclauses 5.1.4 and 5.1.5.
1>	else:
2>	not monitor the PDCCH.
