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1   Introduction

In the email discus of the UE capability, it is still unclear on how to report the BCS for EN-DC and NR SA.
This contribution is to discuss the BCS report.
2   Discussion
In current capability structure, the BCS is reported per band combination for MR-DC and NR CA as shown below:

However, there has no BCS defined for EN-DC in RAN4 specification, instead, BCS is defined for NR CA and LTE CA respectively. Therefore, if we report BCS at the BC level in EN-DC as current structure, it is not so clear what BCS it refers to. One possibility is to remove the BCS from band combination level and add BCS for CA-ParametersEUTRA and CA-ParametersNR respectively. However, this would create compatible issue for NAS version. Another option is to leave the BCS in band combination level and add another BCS in CA-ParametersEUTRA. In that case the BCS in band combination level is used to report the BCS for NR CA.
Proposal 1: add BCS in CA-ParametersEUTRA and re-interpret BCS in band combination level as the BCS for NR CA.
3   Conclusion
This contribution discussed BCS report for NR SA and EN-DC and raised the following proposal:

Proposal 1: add BCS in CA-ParametersEUTRA and re-interpret BCS in band combination level as the BCS for NR CA.
