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1 Background and Issues
In RAN2#102 meeting, RAN2 agreed to make the field logicalChannelIdentity mandatory in IE RLC-BearerConfig for SRBs as well as for DRBs based on [1], considering that for CA duplication of SRB, logicalChannelIdentity for one of the legs also needs to be configured . At the same time, logicalChannelIdentity was specified for SRB1/2/3 and SRB1S/2S as follows.

There are some related issues:

1) Whether there is a need to restrict the logicalChannelIdentity of SRB1/2/3 to be those specified values (i.e. 1/2/3);
2) If to restrict the logicalChannelIdentity of SRB1/2/3, whether those specified values (i.e. 1/2/3) can be reused by DRBs in case SRBs 1S/2S/3 are not configured.
3) If to restrict the logicalChannelIdentity of SRB1/2/3, for SRB CA duplication, which RLC entity (MCG or SCG) should apply the specified logicalChannelIdentity values.
We will discuss the above issues in this paper.
2 Discussion
In LTE, the logical channel IDs for SRBs are not configured in RRC dedicated signalling but fixed in the specified table. In NR, as we agreed that the logical channel ID can be configured by dedicated signalling and based on the configured linkage between SRB identities and RLC bearers, it is clear that which logicalChannelIdentity values are used for SRBs. It seems no such a need any more to specify fixed values for SRB 1/1S/2/2S/3. Therefore, it is suggested for RAN2 to discuss whether to remove the restrictions on the logicalChannelIdentity values used for SRBs.
Proposal 1: Discuss whether to remove the restriction on the logicalChannelIdentity values used for SRBs.
If Proposal 1 is not agreeable and RAN2 intends to keep the restriction, RAN2 should discuss the remaining issues listed above.
If SRB 1S/2S/3 are not configured in SCG, those specified logicalChannelIdentity values may not be used for SRBs. A question is whether they can be reused for DRBs in SCG. There does not seem to be any obvious problem to reuse them for DRBs. They can even be reused for other SRBs (i.e. SRB3) if CA duplication is configured for SRB3.
For SRB CA duplication, if the logicalChannelIdentity values are specified, another question is which RLC entity should apply the specified values. We do not see a reason to restrict which leg to use the specified value.

Proposal 2: If Proposal 1 is not agreed, RAN2 should clarify that 

· the specified values for SRB 1S/2S/3 can be reused by DRBs if SRB 1S/2S/3 are not configured;

· the specified values for SRB 1S/2S can be reused by SRB3 if CA duplication is configured for SRB3;
· the specified values for SRB 1/2/3 can be applied on any one of RLC entities for SRB 1/2/3.
3 Conclusion
Proposal 1: Discuss whether to remove the restriction on the logicalChannelIdentity values used for SRBs.
Proposal 2: If Proposal 1 is not agreed, RAN2 should clarify that 

· the specified values for SRB 1S/2S/3 can be reused by DRBs if SRB 1S/2S/3 are not configured;

· the specified values for SRB 1S/2S can be reused by SRB3 if CA duplication is configured for SRB3;

· the specified values for SRB 1/2/3 can be applied on any one of RLC entities for SRB 1/2/3.
