1. Overall Description:
RAN2 has discussed the TDD configuration periodicities and noticed that the current TDD DL-UL patterns are not directly compatible with LTE TDD DL-UL configurations 1 & 2 since the periodicities used for those are not currently supported in RRC signallling.
[bookmark: _GoBack]From RAN2 viewpoint, this can be done by either using frame shifting or by adding 4ms and 3ms periodicities to the signalling to match the TD-LTE config 1 and 2 respectively by concatenating two periodicities matching the TD-LTE pattern as shown below:
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Since using frameshifting may require additional considerations in the future if frame-alignment is required for some features (like is done e.g. in LTE for some features), RAN2 has considered adding the 3ms and 4ms periodicities as a possible alternative. 
Since this may affect RAN1 specifications, RAN2 would request RAN1 to indicate whether they have concerns with adding these periodicities for the common TDD configuration.

ACTION: 	RAN2 respectfully asks RAN1 to indicate whether they have concerns to support the 3ms and 4ms TDD DL-UL pattern periodicities in common TDD configuration.
