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1. Overall Description:
RAN1 would like to thank RAN2 for the question whether the csi-RS-for-tracking IE should actually be part of the TCI-State IE (and in case provide justification and/or reference to a section of their specification) or whether it can be removed and placed somewhere else, if needed.
From RAN1 perspective, including the resource set ID in the configuration of TCI is not aligned with the description of TCI in existing RAN1 spec. RAN1 has agreed that CSI-RS for tracking is configured as a set of CSI-RS resource with the same antenna port, periodicity, and bandwidth and subcarrier location. As the reference RS, any of the NZP CSI-RS resource IDs within the resource set configured with “TRS-Info” can be used to represent the CSI-RS for tracking in TCI configuration. The indication of corresponding CSI-RS resource ID is already supported by following IE in TCI-State IE:

NZP-CSI-RS-ResourceId};
Hence functionality for QCL indication via corresponding configuration of TCI with the removal of the IE csi-RS-for-tracking is still complete.
According to the above analysis, for the IE csi-RS-for-tracking, RAN1 would like to confirm that it can be directly removed and there is no need to be placed somewhere else.
