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1. Overall Description:
RAN2 discussed these two questions, and had the following replies respectively.  
1) Does RAN need Requested NSSAI during RRC Connection establishment procedure triggered by the NAS procedure other than Registration procedure (e.g. Service Request procedure)? If the RAN needs it then how does the RAN use Requested NSSAI in RRC Connection establishment procedure for purposes different than AMF routing?

RAN2 agreed that the requested NSSAI need to be carried in the RRC Connection Establishment Complete message carrying the NAS service request, if provided by NAS. RAN could use the requested NSSAI for AMF overload control, e.g. to release the RRC connection when the requested NSSAI only includes the indicated congested S-NSSAIs. RAN could also use it for RAN local policy handlings which was already captured in the 38. 300. 

2) Would the RAN benefit from receiving an Allowed NSSAI from CN during CN initiated paging procedure?
RAN2 saw some benefits to include the slice information in the paging message from the CN, for example, RAN overload control, slice-level paging policies etc. RAN2 understands that RAN3 would define the exact slice information in the NG paging signalling.
