Short Message is transmitted on PDCCH using P-RNTI with or without associated Paging message. Table *** defines the Short Message, see TS 38.212 [17, 7.3.1.2.1].

When bit n is set to 1, UE shall behave as if the corresponding field is set in the Paging message, see 5.3.2 Bit 1 is the least significant bit.
