In the list of definitions in S3.01, ch 3.1, we would like to make the following 5 improvements.

Proposals

1. Cell  
A cell is an area of radio coverage identified by a cell identity broadcast on one physical channel. A cell is either FDD or TDD mode.

Motivation:  to be compared/aligned with cell definitions used elsewhere.

Definition in GSM 03.02:   The cell is an area of radio coverage identified by a Base station identification as defined in GSM 03.03.

Definition in ITU-T Q1001: The area covered by a base station, or by a sub-system (sector antenna) of that base station corresponding to a specific logical identification on the radio path, whichever is smaller. Every mobile station in a cell may be reached by the corresponding radio equipment of the base station.

2. Uu  (currently missing):    The radio interface between one UTRAN and the User Equipment.
Note 1: Definition used in S23.01 v1.0.0:  Reference point between User Equipment and Infrastructure domains, UMTS radio interface. 

3. Radio Link: 
The set of (radio) physical channels comprised in one  transmission path, from   a UE through a specific cell to the  UTRAN node where macrodiversity combining to another radio link is performed.


Motivation:  Definition of ‘UTRAN access point’ is missing in S3.01. Reference [6] does not exist in S3.01.

4. UTRAN access point (currently missing):   definition needs to be provided, if the term is to be used. 








5. Radio Network Subsytem:
Either a full network or only the access part of a UMTS network offering the allocation and the release of specific radio resources to establish means of connection in between an UE and the UTRAN. A Radio Network Subsystem contains one RNC and is responsible for the resources and transmission/reception in a set of cells.
Motivation:  Clarity. ‘..RNS consists of a Radio Network System..’ is hinted at in chapter 6, 2:nd sentence.
