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1 Introduction

This contribution proposes the message content for the RANAP procedures Overload Control and Reset. 

The proposal is based on the current description of the procedures in [S3.13], and on the message contents proposed by TTC, reported in [S3.13] and marked as FFS. 

Other parameters to be inserted in the messages are FFS.

2 Message contents

Note: The notation used to identify the 'information element type' is reported in [1].

2.1 Overload

Note: This message is included in the Overload Control procedure.

The message is sent either from the RNC to the CN or from the CN to the RNC. When sent from the RNC to the CN it indicates either processor overload in the RNC (location identifier field not present) or overload of a CCCH downlink in which case the location is identified.

2.2 Reset

Note: This message is included in the Reset procedure.

The message can be sent either from the RNC to the CN or from the CN to the RNC, on dedicated SCCP connection. It indicates to the receiving entity that the transmitting entity has suffered a failure and has lost memory of the calls in progress, calls set up, and associated references.

2.3 Reset Acknowledge

Note: This message is included in the Reset procedure.

The message can be sent either from the RNC to the CN or from the CN to the RNC, on dedicated SCCP connection. It indicates to the receiving entity that the transmitting entity has cleared all call references, and is ready to resume service.
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3 Description of Information Elements

3.1 Location Identifier

Indicates location of the UE.

Other information elements are described in [1].

4 Proposals

It is proposed that sections 2.2 and 2.3 replace sections 9.1.1.30 and 9.1.1.31 in [S3.13] and section 2.1 to be added as new information in section 9.1.1 of [S3.13]. Notes in sections 2.1 to 2.3 are for clarification, and can be removed.
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
