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RAN WG2 would like to thank RAN WG3 for the liaison statement on the support for compressed mode for Iub/Iur interfaces in response to a LS from RAN WG2.

In the LS from RAN WG2, RAN WG2 was asking for the support of the current model as defined in 25.302 v3.1.0 where there is a control by MAC of the compressed mode in layer 1 on a TTI basis. The advantage is the flexibility it offers on the control of Node B compressed mode, since the compressed mode pattern can be modified by the SRNC without using the synchronised reconfiguration procedure towards the Node B. This results in a quicker reconfiguration of the radio interface to cope with fluctuations of the radio environment.

In the LS from RAN WG3, RAN WG3 informs RAN WG2 that although a mechanism that is according to the model in 25.302 was presented, another solution was chosen because it allowed a better admission control by the CRNC.

Since both speedy execution of the radio interface reconfiguration as well as admission control are both equally valid requirements, RAN WG2 would kindly request that RAN WG3 reconsiders whether a solution accommodating both requirements can be found. 

In particular, whether the admission control needs take into account the compressed mode pattern instead of only the maximum rate of compressed mode was questioned. In only the latter case, this would allow the model as in 25.302 to be compatible with admission control.

RAN WG2 will prepare a CR on 25.302 in case the result of the discussions in RAN WG3 lead to a misalignment of the RAN WG2 and RAN WG3 specifications.
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
