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1 Introduction

The TS 25.414 v 3.2.0 “UTRAN Iu Interface Data Transport and Transport Signalling” [1] is somewhat unclear and even incorrect when it comes to the use of IP over ATM. The specification needs to be clarified and corrected in order to ensure interoperability of different vendors’ equipment. 

This paper proposes clarifications and corrections to 25.414 v 3.2.0. The proposed text itself is submitted in an associated CR [3].

2 Discussion

2.1 Correction according to RFC 2225

In the version 3.2.0 of 25.414 in clause 6.1.4 there is a sentence that says:

“There is a one-to-one relationship between the VC and the IP address as required by Classical IP over ATM. “
However, this sentence is incorrect, since in RFC 2225 “Classical IP and ARP over ATM” [2] it is clearly stated that several IP addresses can be related to a VC. This is described in section 8.2 of RFC 2225:

“If a client has more than one IP address within the LIS and if using PVCs, when an InATMARP_Request is received an InATMARP_Reply MUST be generated for each such address.”

Therefore the incorrect sentence is proposed to be removed from 25.414.

2.2 Clarification of text

There can be several IP addresses both in the RNC and in the CN. However, from the current text of 25.414 one may get the understanding that there would be only one IP address per node. Also, it should be made clear in [1] that an IP address is associated to a particular RAB in the uplink direction and another IP address is associated to a particular RAB in the downlink direction. The IP address that is used in the downlink direction for a given RAB is allocated by the RNC and the IP address that is used in the uplink direction for a given RAB is allocated by the CN.

The proposed changes to make the text clearer and unambiguous are submitted in the associated CR [3].
